2010 CSA Farm Shares Available
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Ballet Magni�cat!, America’s 
premier Christian Ballet 
Company, will perform Hiding 
Place based on the true story 
of Corrie ten Boom in St. 
Louis on March 5th and 6th at 
7 p.m. at the Edison �eatre 
on the campus of Washington 
University.

Hiding Place utilizes the 
art of professional ballet to 
portray vividly the life of Corrie 
ten Boom, a Dutch Christian 
Holocaust survivor who helped 
many Jews escape the Nazis 
during World War II.  �e Jews 
took refuge in a hidden room, 
a ‘hiding place,’ in the family 
home that was constructed for 
them by a member of the Dutch 
Resistance.

In 1944 the ten Boom family 
was arrested and transported 
to the notorious Ravensbrück 
concentration camp.  Corrie’s 
sister, Betsie, was an inspiration 
to her while they su�ered 
together in the camp.  �ey used 
their time in Ravensbrück to 
share the love of God with their 
fellow prisoners.  Betsie famously 
noted that the guards would not 
come into their barracks because 
of the lice, thus allowing them 
to share the Gospel of Jesus with 
the women there.  Before Betsie 
perished in Ravensbrück, she 
reminded Corrie, “�ere is no 
pit so deep that God’s love is not 
deeper still.”

Eventually Corrie was released 
from the camp, learning later 

that her release was due to a 
clerical error, and that all the 
women of her age were killed the 
week following her release.

A�er the war, her life was 
focused on sharing the Good 
News with others, emphasizing 
forgiveness.  In 1947, while 
speaking at a peace rally she 
had the opportunity to forgive 
when she was confronted by the 
most cruel of her former captors, 
a female guard known to the 
prisoners as “�e Snake.”  She 
wrote in her book “Tramp for the 
Lord” that “for a long moment 
we grasped each other’s hands, 
the former guard and the former 

prisoner.  I had never known 
God’s love so intensely as I did 
then.”  It was her experience that 
those who had su�ered under 
Nazi brutality who forgave were 

best able to rebuild their lives.
Ballet Magni�cat! is honored 

to share with audiences around 
the world the message of 
forgiveness that can be found 

in Jesus Christ, the hope that is 
in Him, and the comfort that 
can be ours even in the midst of 
unimaginable su�ering.

Founded in 1986 by Kathy 
�ibodeaux, Silver Medalist from 
the Second USA International 
Ballet Competition, and her 
husband, Keith �ibodeaux, 
child actor who played Little 
Ricky on I Love Lucy and former ucy
drummer with the contemporary 
Christian band David and 
the Giants, Ballet Magni�cat! 
has grown to two full-time 
touring companies, Alpha and 
Omega.  It is the goal of Ballet 
Magni�cat! to “praise His name 
with dancing.”  �ey do this 
through performing Biblically-
themed ballets throughout the 
world, o�ering workshops and 
master classes at ballet schools 
to instruct students in the art 
of ballet and Christian worship, 
o�ering summer training 
programs for young ballet 
dancers, and conducting a two 
to four year program in training 
and discipleship.

Hiding Place has become 
the most-requested of Omega 
Company’s repertoire.  In 2009, 
it was performed in Germany, 
Poland, the Czech Republic, 
Macedonia, Canada, and 
throughout the United States.  
�is followed a special �ve-city 
tour to Israel in 2008 where it 
was their privilege to perform for 
an aging population of Holocaust 
survivors.  �e ballet was so 
real to the survivors, that many 
called out, “Murderers!” when 
the dancers appeared on stage 
dressed as Nazi soldiers.  �e 
survivors were grateful to see 
that someone was telling their 
story.  At the end of one of the 
performances in Haifa, God 
moved on the heart of one of 
the dancers who is German, and 
she knelt before the Israelis and 

asked them to forgive her 
country for the sins committed 
against the Jewish people.  Five 
months later while performing 
in Germany on what was once 
Hitler’s parade grounds, many 
Germans came forward and 
asked for prayer that they would 
be able to forgive fathers and 
grandfathers for their role in the 
Holocaust.

�e ALERT Cadet 
organization carries out 
this vision by creating 
materials, sponsoring 
camps, and providing 
program oversight and 
development for leaders 
and fathers in the �eld. 
�e program is centrally 
administered, but is 
locally implemented. �is 
type of structure allows 
for �exibility to meet 
the needs of fathers in 
various locations with 
a wide range of ages 
among their young men. �e 
central administration provides 
the framework whereby fathers 
can motivate their young men 
to “love and good deeds” by 
the rewarding of character 
development and completion of 
assignments.

�e ALERT Cadet program 
was started in 1996 with the

Overcome” the evil one, from 1
John 2:13, and mighty in spirit. 
As mentioned earlier, their 

desire is to turn the hearts of the 
fathers to the sons and the hearts 
of sons to their fathers which is 
based on Malachi 4:6 - “And He 
shall turn the heart of the fathers 
to the children and the heart of 
the children to their fathers.”

ALERT Cadet is designed 
to lay the foundations of 
communication, accountability, 
responsibility, and personal 
discipleship while building 

a framework of character 
that allows a young man to 
leave behind childish ways 
as the Apostle Paul said in 1
Corinthians 13:11.  As the Cadet 
website states, “Cadets learn to 

be mighty in spirit, prepared for 
service, and strong for the day of 
battle.”

Activities of the ALERT 
Cadet program follow God’s 

design for men and are intended 
as a means of building and 
strengthening father/son 
relationships. �e Scripture
memory, Scripture meditation, 
life skills projects, character 
training, service opportunities, 
adventure projects, and physical 
training all help fathers in the 
training of their sons.

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Our Goldilocks Quest 
started last month with a truth 
within that well-known fairy 
tale: ‘symmetry’.  �is month 
we explore the second of eight 
subsequent themes of that truth: 
‘subsidiarity.’

Last month we agreed our 
vote must demonstrate a sense of 
symmetry -- a sense of balance 
which must include ‘character’ 
in our voting assessment.  
Alternatively, not including 
character in the process leads 
to the status-quo, nightmarish, 
political landscape we now have.

Supplemental to the concept 
of symmetry is our recognition 
of the ‘location’ for this 
‘symmetrical vote’ -- in the 
heart & mind of each voter that 
extends to the voting booth – 
which leads to our exploration of 
‘subsidiarity.’

Where decisions are located 
is the essence of our discussion.  
In the purest sense, subsidiarity 
reminds us that decisions 
performed, not necessarily at the 
lowest possible level, but at the 
lowest logical level, are best.

Additionally, to think 
subsidiarity only applies to the 
minute aspects of life is perhaps 
another reason for at least two 
instances in our country’s history 
when the doctrine endured 
neglect with dubious results.

Two recent actions when 
weighed against the Constitution
illustrate the contemporary 

pathology.  A decision to 
enter a Copenhagen Treaty 
belongs with the Senate not 
with President Obama, though 
he obviously hoped for such.  
Neo-conservative GW Bush 
decided to support a speci�c 
industry whilst ignoring ‘equal 
protection’ and ‘ex-post facto’ 
simultaneously.  It is not a 
President’s role to ‘resuscitate’ 
such particulars.  For GW, 
saving political face outweighed 
following subsidiarity.  How has 
such contempt for subsidiarity 
evolved?

If we admit we allow the 
concept of subsidiarity to su�er 
now, then we will understand 
why our ancestors perhaps 
ignored the concept nearly a 
century ago?  �e contempt 
apparently began then.

Prior to a progressive 
Republican named Ta�, the 
decision as to how and where to 
spend nearly 100% of earnings 
logically resided down with the 
creators of wealth – individuals.  
But the 16th Amendment moved 
much of the decision upward 
to Washington, D. C.  �e 
previously impotent Federal 
dreamer became empowered.  
Re�ect on what percent of your 
wages are predetermined in D.C. 
now!

Remember, prior to 1913 
the Federal Government 
was powerless to dream and 
propagate children/programs 

save for the speci�c duties 
explicit to ful�llment of limited 
guardianship over stepchildren 
entrusted by the sovereign 
states and people respectively at 
inception (Article 1, Section 8).  
An 1895 Supreme Court decision 
codi�ed this construct but also 
fanned the �ames of the 16th 
Amendment rati�ed in 1913.

Further to our analogy, 
potential stepchildren the 
government may wish to adopt 
but not de�nitively identi�ed 
were en-masse excluded from 
expansion dreams with the 
10th Amendment.  �e 16th 
Amendment was also a critical 
�rst component in the weakening 
of the 10th Amendment.

However, a second component 
was essential to transform a 
limited Federal Government into 
our current Skynet -- Terminator 
-- monster.  (Consider how the 
Federal Monster targets attempts 
by its Creators – sovereign states 
and the people -- to diminish or 
dismantle it!)

�e Constitution initially 
empowered state legislatures to 
select its Senators; but with the 
17th Amendment, the place of 
the decision moved downward 
to individuals.  In addition, with 
the movement of that decision, 
both Houses of Congress have a 
similar construct and voice.  �is 
was the essential ‘second stone’ 
of the ‘Progressive’ movement we 
face today.  It is no coincidence

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the 16th and 17th Amendments 
passed in the same year: �rst 
the power, then the individuals 
necessary to entrench wielders of 
power who then reward interest 
groups and keep an endeared 
voting-block.  �e intended 
results are the Senatorial legacies 
for hire/sale we endure today.

Whether upward or 
downward, decisions have an 
intrinsic proper place for their 
exercise (Cp. Gen. 1:26; Col.
1:16).  Subsidiarity guided 
the original construct of 
Congressional and Senatorial 
decision-making location: 
Congress is to be the voice of 
individual’s; Senators are to be 
the voice of collectives, (i.e., 
states).  �ose brilliant designs 
need recovery or accept status-
quo legacies ad-nausea.

Suppose Health Care Reform 
(HCR) resuscitates (or any future 
Federal expansion scheme), the 
pertinent question to always 
ask is, “In which direction are 
decisions moving -- downward to 
the individual, or upward toward 
Washington D. C.?”  Where 
does subsidiarity tell us such 
decision-making power (i.e., 
responsibility) belongs?  How is 
such movement even possible?

Sadly, too many in Congress 
currently re�ect a national 
mindset: ‘Let personal 
responsibilities (i.e., freedom) be 
moved upwards and forget that 
the price is bondage.’

For now, the pain the nation 
endures is due in part to violating 
the principles of subsidiarity. �is 
leads us to next examine why 
the pain is pervasive.  Whereas 

subsidiarity speaks primarily 
to the notion of responsibility, 
next month’s topic addresses 
the notion of repercussion.  
�erein lays our conclusion and 
the connection to next month’s 
discussion: ‘solidarity.’

Until then, whether it is 
President Obama promoting 
HCR or subsequent Presidents 
or Congress doing similarly with 
the undeniable shi� of where 
decisions move, consider the 
primary emphasis or e�ect: your 
well-being or expanded Federal 
power?  If you say power, would 
subsidiarity then be a long-
lost vision in our Constitution 
buried beneath the 16th and 
17th Amendments and make 
‘fundamental transformation’ 
complete?

Not if we follow the steps 
in our Goldilocks Quest for 
restoration for how to Remove, 
Replace and Re-found our 
country with candidates who 
understand and practice 
subsidiarity.  May your 
symmetrical vote re�ect such!
