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“�ere is an 800 pound 
gorilla in the church auditorium 
that most congregations seem 
to be ignoring,” says David 
Krueger, chairman 
of the Missouri 
Baptist Convention’s 
Christian Life 
Commission (CLC).

�ere are always false 
prophets, always false teachers, 
we know that, always people who 
claim to be Jesus, claim to be 
Jesus Christ, some more notable 
than others.

reappraisal of Jesus may be our 
own way of saving a number of 
religions, including Christianity,” 
end quote.

So, if we want to save 
Christianity and save other 
religions, we need to all get 
together and that should be 
easy for us to do because we can 
start with the Muslims because 
they already believe in Jesus.  A 
popular speaker and author, Tony 
Campolo, says, quote: “When 
we listen to the Muslim mystics 
as they talk about Jesus and 
their love for Jesus, I must say 
it’s a lot closer to New Testament
Christianity than a lot of 
Christians.”  Really!  So you think 
that the Muslim Jesus is the same 
Jesus?

of God as a precondition to 
achieving world peace.  Part 
and parcel of implementing 
Shariah law around the world is 
the imposition of the worship 
of Allah worldwide: “Believe in 
Allah and say not ‘Trinity.’  Cease!  
It is better for you!  Allah is only 
One God.  Far is it removed from 
his transcendent majesty that he 
should have a son.” (Quran, Sura 
4:171.)

Incredibly, the very title of the 
Muslim document, “A Common 
Word Between Us and You,” is 
actually taken from a Quranic 
verse that calls for Christian’s 
(“people of the book”) to deny 
the Trinity (so-called “partners”) 
and to submit to Allah as the 
one true God: “O People of the 
Book!  Come to common terms 
as between us and you: �at we 
worship none but Allah; that we 
associate no partners with him; 
that we erect not, from among 
ourselves, Lords and patrons 
other than Allah.” (Quran, Sura 
3:64.)

Could it be that this “Common 

Word” document is part of 
a master deception?  Islamic 
scholars teach that Muslims 
may engage in “taqiyya,” which 
holds that Muslims may lie to 
unbelievers to defeat them.  A�er 
all, the Quran states that “Allah 
is the best of schemers” (Quran
3:54.), and Muhammad used 
deception when he signed a 10-
year treaty with the Meccans 
while preparing for their defeat 
just two years later, executing 
many who had given him their 
misguided trust. (Quran 9:3.)

�e “Common Word” 
document was issued from the 
Royal Aal al-Bayt Institute for 
Islamic �ought of Jordan.  �is 
same Institute has posted a 
number of fatwas condemning 
Christians to death for leaving 
Islam.  So much for peace and 
tolerance!  �e Islamic concept 
of peace is tied to submission to 
Allah.  However, God forewarned 
that the world would be saying 
“peace and safety” and given over 
to a “strong delusion” in the last 
days prior to Christ’s return.

2:9-12.)  �is is very signi�cant 
because the Bible states that 
the last days’ delusion will 
revolve around the spirit of the 
Antichrist, identi�ed in Scripture 
as denial of the Father and the 
Son! (1 John 2:18-22; 4:1-4.)

If you want to �x America, 
you have to �x America’s broken 
education system; and you must 
start by getting rid of the one we 
have.

I’ve been up in front of too 
many classrooms in too many 
di�erent schools, and had lunch 
in too many di�erent 
teachers’ lounges, 
to be wrong about 
this.  I have also sat 
through more school 
board meetings, in 
more towns, and 
pored over more 
school budgets, than I 
care to remember.

Here are a few 
suggestions for 
getting out from 
under the costliest 
and least e�ective education 
establishment in human history.

1. De-certify the teachers’ 
unions, like Ronald Reagan de-
certi�ed the air tra�c controllers’ 
union.  �e politics, admittedly, 
will be di�cult, but there are two 
compelling reasons for doing 
this.

Second—we 
can’t a�ord it anymore!  Teacher 
salaries, bene�ts, and pensions 
are driving states toward 
bankruptcy.  (�e other public 
employees’ unions are part of 
this �nancial crisis, too: but 
unlike teachers, they haven’t 
been able to convince anyone 
that their work is necessary.  Nor 
does Hollywood ever make a 
movie about the superhuman 
achievements of a great clerk at 
the Division of Motor Vehicles.  
Teachers have always had great 
P.R.)

Democrat politicians sign 
sweetheart deals with teacher 
unions because a big chunk of 
that money gets kicked back into 
their political campaigns.  So 

a lot of the money you pay in 
school taxes goes to elect people 
who always raise your taxes.
     2. Abolish the U.S. 
Department of Education.  �is 
keepsake from the Jimmy Carter 
presidency has no business being 
there.  �e Constitution  gives the 

federal government 
no warrant to 
be involved in 
education.  Do you 
really want Anthony 
Wiener having any 
way to get his hands 
on your child’s 
education?
    3. Abolish the 
state education 
departments.  
�ese nests of 
wooden-headed 

bureaucrats and screwball 
‘education theorists’ have done 
in�nite mischief.  How o�en 
I’ve heard local school board 
members groaning and cursing 
over the latest unfunded mandate 
dropped on their heads by the 
state!  No mas, no mas…

4. Grant absolute autonomy to 
local school boards—you know, 
like they used to have.  �ese 
are people whose constituents 
live next door to them and run 
into them at the supermarket.  
It would be a brave local board 
member indeed—maybe even 
a suicidal one—who dared 
to squander his neighbors’ 
hard-earned money on ‘gender 
coaches’ for the kindergarten, 
or sign a mind-blowing contract 
with the teachers that allowed 
them to retire at 55 and spend the 
next 20 years going on Caribbean 
cruises while the poor devils 
who pay for it have to work until 
they drop.  Local board members 
will also feel pressure to ensure a 
quality education—far more than 
any bigwig in Washington or the 
state capital will ever be exposed 
to.

5. Abolish the requirement for 
teacher certi�cation.  Catholic 

school teachers, for the most 
part, aren’t certi�ed, and they 
teach rings around their public 
school counterparts.  Teacher 
certi�cation programs are 
nothing but a job bank for the 
teachers’ colleges, and a �nal 
opportunity to indoctrinate 
would-be teachers into far-Le� 
politics.  And you pay for it.

6. Give tax breaks to parents 
who homeschool or send their 
kids to private school.  America 
is full of overcrowded, under-
performing school districts 
where the per-pupil cost hovers 
around $20,000 a year.  Some 
of those schools are a bad joke 
at best, and a tragedy at worst.  
It’s inconceivable that parents 
could be even less successful in 
educating children.  And the 
high performance statistics of 
homeschoolers are too well-
known and too easily veri�able 
to allow for any reasonable 
argument against homeschooling.

7. Encourage churches to set 
up in-house schools and courses.  
Boy, won’t the teachers’ unions 
love that!  Watch them spin their 
heads around and levitate.  But 
churches are already in position 
to help congregation members 
who for one reason or another 
can’t homeschool, and either 
can’t a�ord or can’t get access to a 
decent private school.  Churches 
already have various day-care 
and a�er-school care programs.  
It shouldn’t be hard to build on 
those.

Conclusion
All of what we are proposing 

here is tried and true.  It’s all been 
done before.  A�er all, public 
schooling wasn’t even invented 
until well into the 19th century.

Surely we can get along 
without the unions �xed like 
tapeworms to our paychecks; 
without a federal Dept. of 
Education that was only created 

How to Fix Public Education

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�e announcement several 
months ago that Answers in 
Genesis (AiG) will be building 
a full-scale Noah’s Ark near 
Cincinnati, with exhibits that will 
answer the most-asked questions 
about this huge vessel, has 
received remarkable attention.  
From major stories on ABC TV’s 
World News with Diane Sawyer to 
a signi�cant segment on PBS-TV, 
the Ark Encounter has caught 
the world’s eye, especially with its 
centerpiece on the 160-acre site: 
an all-wood Ark.

�e Ark Encounter will be a 
one-of-a-kind historical themed 
attraction.  In an entertaining and 
educational way, it will present 
a number of themes from the 
Old Testament, centered on the 
full-size Ark.  �e attraction also 
includes a walled city, a �rst-
century Middle Eastern village, 
a Tower of Babel, a large petting 
zoo, and other attractions.  A 
nationwide feasibility study 
commissioned by AiG in 2009 
estimated that the Ark Encounter 
could draw over 1.6 million 
visitors the �rst year.

�e Ark Encounter is 
scheduled to open in spring 
2014 o� I-75 in Grant County, 
Kentucky, south of Cincinnati, 
Ohio.  �e for-pro�t Ark 
Encounter will be privately 
funded, with an estimated cost 
of $150 million.  A non-pro�t 
subsidiary of Answers in Genesis 
– the ministry behind the world 
renowned Creation Museum – is 
a member of the Ark Encounter 
LLC and will oversee the project.

Ken Ham, president of 
AiG and the popular Creation 
Museum, tells the MetroVoice 
that “the Ark will be an extremely 
powerful evangelistic tool.  It will 
provide a picture of salvation, 
and thus allows the ministry the 
opportunity to proclaim salvation 
through the ultimate Ark of 
salvation: Jesus Christ.”  While 
the Flood was a judgment by God 
upon the rebellious people of the 
day, Ham adds that “a gracious 
God provided a means of 
salvation for Noah and his family.  
It’s a message that will resound 
in a secularized culture where 
Christianity has been removed in 
most public places.”

At the same time, the 
Ark Encounter will be a fun 
experience for families (though 
not a ‘playground’ or ‘amusement 
park’).  While Answers in Genesis 
hopes guests will be entertained 
as they learn Biblical truths and 
events from various themed 
attractions, the Ark Encounter 
is not like Disney World, King’s 
Island, Universal Studios, etc.  
�ere will be no roller coasters, 
for example, and no other kinds 
of ‘thrill rides.’

�e Ark Encounter can 
also be described as a ‘themed 
educational complex’ presenting 
historical accounts recreated 
from the Old Testament,
something appropriate for either 
a for-pro�t or non-pro�t group.  
It will not be a frivolous place that 
exalts the ideas of man.  More 
than anything, it will point to the 
Creator and Savior of the world, 
Jesus Christ.

Worldwide media and blog 
coverage has already begun—

some accurate, and some quite 
emotional and anti-Christian—so 
Answers in Genesis wants to set 
the record straight by providing 
factual updates and information 
on the project.

Recently, the Tourism 
Development Finance Authority 
of Kentucky unanimously 
approved the application of the 
Ark Encounter LLC to receive 
a rebate of sales tax that is to be 
collected when the attraction 
opens in Grant County.  Based 
on evaluating a 3-month study, 
the Authority determined that 
the project exceeds the criteria 
established by the state’s Tourism 
Development Act and thus 
quali�es to receive a sales tax 
rebate that Kentucky o�ers as an 
incentive for prospective tourist 
attractions to build in the state.

�is is one of the �rst 
points about which accurate 
information needs to be 
presented.  �e incentives 
involved in the project will come 
in the form of tax rebates on 
sales tax collected from those 
who visit the Ark Encounter 
and purchase tickets, food, and 
souvenirs onsite.  No state money 
is coming out of the state budget 
to fund the project, and state 
co�ers only stand to lose money 
if the Ark is not constructed in 
Kentucky.  Also, these incentives 
will only be realized if the project 
meets attendance performance 
standards, so if the numbers 
aren’t as high as anticipated, the 
state will not be required to grant 
the rebates.

Another erroneous point 
brought up sometimes in the 
media in regard to the Ark 
Encounter is the issue of church-
state separation (which is not 
even mentioned in the U.S. 
Constitution).  Again, this is 
inaccurate, as no one will ever 
be forced to visit the attraction.  
AiG is not requiring that anyone 
accept its beliefs, nor is the state 
mandating that anyone visit the 
Ark.  In fact, the Constitution
provides for the free exercise of 
religion, and any religious-based 
attraction should receive the 
same opportunities and bene�ts 
as any other project.

It should also be noted that 
Kentucky approved the Ark 
Encounter’s application based on 
independent, third party analysis.  
�ere was no bias or con�ict of 
interest involved, as some have 
claimed.  �e state’s tourism 
group approved the analysis 
conducted by the independent 
research group Hunden Strategic 
Partners (HSP).  HSP was 
commissioned by the state to 
determine how much money 
tourists would spend at the future 
Ark Encounter and whether 
the attraction would have a net 
positive economic impact for 
Kentucky even a�er the rebates 
are factored in.

�e report’s executive 
summary presented the bottom 
line of the likelihood of the Ark’s 
success: “Overall, the Project 
scores high on nearly all the 
critical success factors,” adding 
that “the Project meets all criteria 
identi�ed by the Kentucky 
Tourism Development Act.”

�e Tourism Authority 

determined that the Ark 
Encounter is eligible to receive 
a sales tax rebate from the sale 
of tickets, food, and resources 
at the Ark Encounter for 10 
years.  �e performance-
based incentive allows the Ark 
Encounter to recover up to 
25% of its construction costs if 
it meets attendance and sales 
projections.  �e remaining sales 
tax that is kept by the state plus 
other taxes collected (e.g., income 
taxes of citizens employed at 
the attraction and at businesses 
created by the Ark, plus sales tax 
collected by those businesses) 
will have a net positive impact for 
the state.  If the Ark Encounter 
was not built in Kentucky, those 
millions of dollars in potential 
revenue would go to another 
state.  �e Tourism Development 
Act o�ers impressive �nancial 
incentives through rebates 
without taking existing money 
out of the state’s co�ers.

Very conservatively, HSP 
predicts 1.2 million visitors 
should visit the �rst year from 
outside the state; Answers in 
Genesis’s own 2009 feasibility 
study mirrors that estimate (1.6 
million visitors coming from both 
outside and inside Kentucky).  
�e project could have an 
expected impact to the state of 
$119 million (e.g., from sales tax, 
income tax, etc.) over ten years; 
a�er the rebate is factored in, the 
Ark Encounter will generate an 
estimated $64.6 million in taxes 
for Kentucky over 10 years.

In addition, the state could see 
guests �lling about 600,000 room 
nights per year at area hotels, 
along with the hiring of over 
3,000 people at the attraction 
and at tourism-related business 
that will be created by the Ark 
Encounter.  With the projected 
attendance of 1.6 million people 
the �rst year, it is estimated the 
Ark Encounter will create 14,000 
private sector jobs throughout 
the region.

If fundraising continues 
steadily, groundbreaking could 
occur in a few weeks, which puts 
the Ark Encounter on target 
with its projected opening in the 
spring of 2014.

When it opens, the Ark 
Encounter will be one of 
the largest “green” projects 
in America.  During its 
construction over the next 
three years, the Ark Encounter 
– including all nine themed 
attractions – will have a team of 
designers that will be thinking 
green in every area and aspect of 
design.

Planning and designing to 
reduce demand on resources 
is a key to this philosophy.  
Designing low-demand buildings 
and grounds, smart irrigation, 
low-demand electricity, 
alternative power sources (like 
wind, water, biomass, passive and 
active solar, and geothermal) all 
factor into the overall design.

Conservation and stewardship 
begin with design and continue 
into construction.  On the 

construction site, recycling will 
be very important.  It not only 
saves donor and investor dollars 
through the reduction of land�ll 
charges, it reduces the load on 
the land�ll.  AiG believes that 
God has called His people to be 
good stewards of the planet, and 
the ministry is challenging the 
secular environmental movement 
by putting the emphasis on 
worshiping the Creator and 
caring for His creation.

�e actual Ark portion of the 
project has a projected cost of 
$24.5 million, with this portion 
being raised through donations 
alone.  For-pro�t investments 
will fund the rest of the project.  
Currently, more than $3,429,689 
has been received toward the 
$24.5 million, much of it through 
the “Pegs, Planks, and Beams” 
sponsorship program.  A peg can 
be sponsored for $100, or $10 a 
month for ten months.

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word of Satan, but they think it’s 
the word of Allah.  �e Sunnah
are the words and works of 
Mohammed.  �e Koran then 
constitutes their holy scripture 
and the Sunnah, sometimes 
called the Hadith,
constitutes their 
holy tradition.  �eir 
theology comes out 
of the Koran and 
the Sunnah, just as 
Roman Catholic 
theology comes 
out of the Bible and 
tradition, or Judaism 
comes out of the 
Old Testament and Old Testament
rabbinic tradition...
the Muslims have two 
sources of authoritative truth.

In their system they have 
Jesus.  Jesus was a man, he was 
not God.  He did not die, he went 
to heaven like Elijah.  He did 
not die, therefore he did not rise 
from the dead.  He did not rise, 
therefore he did not provide an 
atonement for anyone because no 
one can provide an atonement for 
anyone else.  He is a man.  He is a 
prophet.  He is nothing more.  He 
went to heaven like Elijah.  And 
he’s in heaven right now, standing 
alongside Allah, waiting for 
Allah to send him back.  In their 
system, this man, this prophet 
Jesus who is now in heaven, 
never having died, plays a key 
role in the end times because he 
will return from heaven without 
dying, he will come back when 
Allah sends him back.

Now the question to ask, is 
why would Allah want to send 
Jesus back?  He has a lot of 
prophets to pick from, why does 
he send Jesus back?

�e answer...so that when 
he shows up he can correct 
all the Christians who have 
misunderstood who he is.  �e 
sources for this, again, are the 
Koran and the Sunnah.  �e 
great event of the coming of 
Christ, or coming of Jesus, is 
so that this prophet, this man 
who comes back can straighten 
out the misdirected, misguided, 
misconceiving Christians who 
think He was God who died 
and rose again and provided 
atonement.  �e Muslim Jesus 
is supposed to come back and 
straighten everything out.  And 
by the way, a�er he gets here, 
he’ll get married, have children 

and die and be buried next to 
Mohammed.  �at’s the Muslim 
Jesus.

In Islamic eschatology, there 
are three great signs of the end 
of history...three great signs.  

�ere are some 
lesser signs, or some 
minor signs, or 
some major signs.  
In their eschatology, 
again quoting their 
sources exclusively, 
there are three great 
signs of the end of 
history.  And each of 
them is a man.  Let 
me tell you about 
those three men.

�e 12th Imam
First of all, the �rst man that 

will come in the end of history 
is the Mahdi.  Sometimes he’s 
called the “Twel�h Imam.”  Every 
time Imam Dinnijide over in Iran 
gives a speech, he gives glory to 
the Mahdi, glory to the Twel�h 
Imam, every time.  He’s waiting 
for the coming of the Mahdi.

What is he coming to do?  
He’s coming, listen carefully, to 
slaughter all who will not worship 
Allah and convert to Islam.  �ey 
are identi�ed in their writings as 
pigs and dogs.  He’s coming to 
establish the everlasting world 
dominating kingdom of Islam.  
�at’s what he’s coming to do!

�e Mahdi, or the Twel�h 
Imam, which means the guided 
one, is the long-awaited Islamic 
savior.  He is the establisher of 
the �nal Caliphate.  �e world 
must follow him as he takes over 
or he will destroy all enemies 
of Islam.  He will come and he 
will carry on holy war and either 
you convert or you’ll be killed 
by the Mahdi.  He will have an 
army.  His army will be a massive 
army and his army will go from 
nation to nation to punish the 
unbelievers.  �e holy writings of 
Islam say that this army will carry 
black �ags.  And on those black 
�ags there will be one word and 
that one word will be the word 
“Punishment.”  By the way, the 
Iranian army today carries black 
�ags.  �ey want to be ready for 
the coming of the Mahdi.

�e Mahdi will lead the army 
of black �ags �rst to Israel, 
slaughter all the Jews, and then 
he will establish his rule in 
Jerusalem on the temple mount.  

�at’s what their literature says.  
Slaughter the Jews, establish his 
rule on the temple mount.

According to Islam’s holy 
writings, the Mahdi will bring 
rain and wind and crops and 
wealth and happiness so that all 
will love him and no one will 
speak of anyone but him.  �eir 
writings say the Mahdi will 
come and make, at �rst, a peace 
agreement with the Jews and the 
West for seven years.  �e reign 
of the Mahdi will last seven years 
in which he establishes Islam on 
the Earth.

�eir holy writings say this, 
“the Mahdi will come riding 
on a white horse,” and it even 
says in their writings, “he 
comes carrying a sword to kill 
the in�dels…,” just like it says 
in Revelation 6:1-2.  Saddam 
Hussein, by the way, painted 
murals of this Mahdi on a white 

horse all over Baghdad.
When the Mahdi arrives, 

he will discover hidden 
scriptures, he will discover them, 
interestingly enough, somewhere 
near the Sea of Galilee and there 
will be there hidden scriptures, 
hidden gospels and a hidden 
Torah and they will be the alleged 
‘true scriptures’ which will be 
used by the Mahdi to show the 
Jews and Christians they were 
wrong and that their scriptures 
are false scriptures.

Let me summarize.  �e 
Mahdi will be a messianic 
�gure.  He will be a descendant 

of Mohammed.  He will be an 
unparalleled, unequaled leader.  
He will come out of a crisis of 
turmoil.  He will take control of 
the world.  He will establish a 
new world order.  He will destroy 
all who resist him.  He will 
invade many nations.  He will 
make a seven-year peace treaty 
with the Jews.  He will conquer 
Israel and massacre the Jews.  He 
will establish the Islamic world 
headquarters in Jerusalem.  He 
will rule for seven years, establish 
Islam as the only religion.  He 
will come on a white horse with 
supernatural power.  He will be 
loved by all people on Earth.

If that sounds familiar, that is a 
precise description of the biblical 
‘Antichrist’...absolutely step-by-
step-by-step-by-step.  �e Bible’s 
Antichrist is their Mahdi.  We 
know that the rider on the white 
horse in Revelation 6 is the 

Antichrist.  �ey use that verse to 
describe their Mahdi.

Why am I giving you all this?  
Because the description of the 
Mahdi is exactly the description 
of the biblical Antichrist, the 
beast of Revelation 13, and you 
go into any kind of a study of 
that and you will �nd that all 
the details match up perfectly.  
�e Bible’s Antichrist is Islam’s 
Savior and world conqueror Savior and world conqueror 
who establishes a universal 
Islamic kingdom.Islamic kingdom.

�e False Jesus
And there’s a second sign, a 

second person, and it is Jesus.  
�e Mahdi is not Jesus.  �e 
Mahdi is greater than Jesus, and 
that’s important to their system 
because if you have somebody 
greater than Jesus then the 
Christians were wrong.  So Jesus 
will return.  Yes, Muslims believe 
that Jesus will come again.  �ey �ey 
believe in the return of Jesus, believe in the return of Jesus, 
just not the true Jesus of the just not the true Jesus of the 
Bible but rather the Jesus of  but rather the Jesus of Bible

Islam.  �eir Jesus is not God, he 
didn’t die, he didn’t rise, he didn’t 
provide a sacri�ce for sin, but he 
does return.  He’s a prophet and 
he comes back and he has one 
purpose when he comes back 
and that is to assist and aid the 
Mahdi.  �eir Jesus returns, listen 
to this, as a radical Muslim.  He 
comes back as a radical Muslim.  
He will arrive, by the way, at a 
minaret near Damascus.  And he 
will come back holding the wings 
of two angels who �ew him down 
to meet the gathering army of the 
Mahdi in the East, the army of 
the black �ags.

�e Muslim Jesus, when he 
comes back, will pray to the 
Mahdi who is greater than 
he.  He will acknowledge the 
Mahdi as his lord.  He will 
make a pilgrimage to Mecca.  
He will worship Allah and thus 
he will lead all Christians who 

will follow him to reject their 
notion of [the biblical] Jesus 
and accept him [the Islamic 
Jesus] as the real Jesus who is 
nothing but a prophet and a 
man.  He will establish worldwide 
Sharia law.  He will become the 
greatest Muslim evangelist and 
he will be the �nal witness on 
the day of judgment against 
non-Muslims.  �ere will be 
Christians everywhere who will 
a�rm that they were wrong, that 
the Gospel is wrong, and that the 
New Testament is wrong.  �ey New Testament
will claim Jesus didn’t die, He 
didn’t rise, He isn’t God, He isn’t 
the Son of God.  However, the 
true Jesus of the Bible Himself 
will come back and point out 
how wrong they’ve been.  He will 
correct all misinterpretations and 
all misrepresentations.

Let me quote what their 
literature says, “He [the Muslim 
Jesus] will shatter crosses.”  �at’s 
metaphoric for the destruction

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discussing our priorities for 2011, 
pornography and the sexualizing 
of our culture was a top issue,” 
says Krueger.

‘Baptist’ problem,” he said.

�e Internet has been a 
game-changer in porn delivery.  
Previous generations had to seek 
out magazines or movies in local 
stores, but now hardcore content 
is available anytime, free of 
charge, to anyone with Internet 
access.  “When you had to go into 

a drug store or video rental place 
to purchase porn, that kept a lot 
of Christian men from yielding 
to the temptation because of 
the public shame of being seen 
acquiring such material,” said 
Krueger.  “But the anonymity of 
the Internet has been too big a 
temptation for many Christian 
men and women to resist.”

Because of the Internet, 
pornography has become a huge 
problem in our culture.  Consider 
some of these statistics:
* 12% of all Internet content is 
pornographic in nature.
* 35% of all Internet downloads 
is of pornographic material.
* Porn revenue is larger than 
all combined revenues of all 
professional football, baseball 
and basketball franchises.  (12 
billion a year in United States and 
57 billion worldwide.)
* �e largest consumers of 
Internet pornography are teenage 
boys age 12-17.
* In a 2007 poll by ChristaNet.
com, of 1,000 respondents, 50 
percent of Christian men and 
20 percent of Christian women 
were found to be addicted to 
pornography.

Pornography addiction and 
the sexualization of the culture 
has been a growing problem 

in American society and the 
local church has not escaped 
the problem.  James Dobson 
of Focus on the Family calls it 
“the new Crack Cocaine.”  Fi�y-
seven percent of pastors say that 
addiction to pornography is the 
most sexually damaging issue 
to their congregation.  Fi�y-one 
percent of pastors say cyber-porn 
is a temptation for them and 37% 
say it is a current struggle.  Over 
half of evangelical pastors admit 
viewing pornography last year.

It is also having a devastating 
e�ect on families.  Forty-
seven percent of families said 
pornography is a problem in 
their home.  �e Internet is 
a signi�cant factor in 2 out 
of 3 divorces.  �irty-four 
percent of female readers of 
Today’s Christian Woman’s
online newsletter admitted to 
intentionally accessing Internet 
porn in a recent poll and 1 out 
of every 6 women, including 

Christians, struggle with an 
addiction to pornography.

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�e American Civil Liberties 
Union (ACLU) has �led a 
lawsuit seeking to block a 
statewide vote on the proposed 
religious liberty amendment to 
Missouri’s Constitution.  �e 
ACLU has �led a legal challenge 
to the ballot summary for the 
religious freedom 
amendment which 
will be decided by 
Missouri voters next 
year.  �e religious 
liberty amendment 
clari�es the rights 
of Missouri citizens 
and schoolchildren to 
pray and acknowledge 
God in public 
settings and on public 
property.

�e suit was �led 
by the ACLU of Eastern Missouri, 
the ACLU Foundation of Kansas 
and Western Missouri, and the 
national ACLU Foundation.  
�e plainti�s in the lawsuit 
are Madeline Coburn, who is 
a United Methodist minister 
engaged in prison ministry, and 
Brenda Bredemeier, an associate 
professor in the Division of 
Teaching and Learning at the 
University of Missouri- St. Louis.  
Bredemeier served for many years 
as a professor at the University of 
California at Berkeley.

�e plainti�s are asking a 
circuit court judge in Cole 
County to prohibit the Secretary 
of State from placing the issue 
on the 2012 ballot, or in the 
alternative, asking the judge 
to rewrite the ballot language 
to re�ect their erroneous 
interpretation of the amendment.

�e ACLU is clearly most 
concerned about a conscience 
provision in the constitutional 
amendment that states that 
“no student shall be compelled 
to perform or participate in 

academic assignments or 
educational presentations that 
violate his or her religious beliefs.”
    Dr. Bredemeier asserts that 
this student conscience clause 
“would detract from educational 
quality by curtailing students’ 
exposure to signi�cant concepts 

and theories that 
are integral to 
related domains of 
study and underlie 
important public 
discourse.”  What 
Dr. Bredemeier is 
really saying is that 
the state (not parents 
or students) should 
be making the 
decisions about what 
values and ‘concepts’ 
students should 

embrace and accept.
�e ACLU argues that the 

student conscience clause would 
“compromise the education 
of students who opt out of 
assignments by depriving them 
of the opportunity to learn about 
cultures and concepts that they 
may personally disagree with, 
but are necessary to know as 
part of a comprehensive, quality 
education.”  What the ACLU 
really means to say is that the 
student conscience clause will 
curb the behavior of educators 
who seek to ‘indoctrinate’ 
students in belief systems that 
contradict their religious faith.

�e lawsuit also alleges that the 
religious liberty amendment will 
repeal religious freedom rights 
for prisoners in state and local 
custody.  �is is a nonsensical 
claim.  �e constitutional 
amendment states that none of 
its language expands the rights of 
prisoners beyond those a�orded 
by the laws of the United States.  
�e amendment does nothing 
to restrict the current religious 

ACLU Files Suit to Block Vote on
MO Religious Liberty Amendment

freedoms of inmates, but does 
not expand them beyond those 
enunciated in federal law and 
federal court decisions.  �e 
language was requested by 
the Missouri Department of 
Corrections.

�e plainti�s contend that the 
ballot summary is “insu�cient 
and unfair.”  As to its supposed 
“insu�ciency,” the ballot 
summary is limited to 50 words 
under the law.  �e language 
chosen by the Legislature 
speaks to the major overarching 
provisions of the constitutional 
amendment.  As to its supposed 
“unfairness,” the ballot summary 
re�ects bipartisan input over 
the course of four legislative 
sessions, and is an eminently 
fair, straightforward, and non-
prejudicial description of the key 
components of the amendment.

�e religious liberty 
amendment, House Joint 
Resolution 2 (HJR 2), has been 
strongly promoted by the 
Missouri Family Policy Council, 
and we dra�ed many of its 
provisions.  HJR 2, sponsored by 
Representative Mike McGhee 
of Odessa, was approved by 
the Missouri House by a vote 
of 126-30, and by the Missouri 
Senate by a vote of 34-0.  It will 
appear on next year’s November 
general election ballot, unless 
the Governor chooses to place 
it on the August primary ballot.  
A simple majority of Missouri 
voters is required for passage.

�e central provision of the 
religious freedom amendment is 

a constitutional guarantee that 
students have the right to pray 
and express their religious beliefs 
on a voluntary basis in the public 
schools.  �at right cannot be 
exercised in disruptive fashion, 
and does not extend beyond 
the parameters placed on any 
other free speech under similar 
circumstances.

�e amendment also assures 
adult citizens and elected 
o�cials the right to pray and 
acknowledge God on public 
property and government 
premises.  �e proposal further 
protects the right of government 
bodies to invite ministers 
and clergypersons to o�er 
invocations before government 
meetings and proceedings.  �e 
amendment also requires that a 
copy of the Bill of Rights to the 
U.S. Constitution be posted in a 
conspicuous and legible fashion 
in every public school in the state.

�e ballot summary approved 
by the General Assembly reads 
as follows: “Shall the Missouri 
Constitution be amended to 

ensure:
�at the right of Missouri 

citizens to express their religious 
beliefs shall not be infringed;

�at school children shall 
have the right to pray and 
acknowledge God voluntarily in 
their schools;

�at all public schools shall 
display the Bill of Rights of the 
United States Constitution.”

We will have more to report 
on this issue in the coming 
weeks.  In the meantime, please 
be praying that the Cole County 
Circuit Court Judge dismisses this 
frivolous lawsuit, which is poorly 
prepared and legally baseless.  
�is is a long-shot legal ploy 
by the ACLU that is unlikely to 
succeed, but is only the beginning 
of their e�ort to confuse Missouri 
voters about the true purpose of 
the religious liberty amendment.

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U.S. Rep. Todd Akin, 
R-Wildwood, who is seeking 
the Republican nomination 
for the U.S. Senate seat held by 
Democrat Claire McCaskill, 
is being criticized by a 
handful of liberal clergy for 
remarks he made on a radio 
show concerning 
liberalism.

Akin, known for 
his commitment to 
Jesus Christ and as a 
conservative leader 
in the U.S. House of 
Representatives, was 
asked about NBC’s 
intentional deletion 
of the phrase “under 
God” from the 
Pledge of Allegiance 
prior to that 
network’s telecast of 
the U.S. Open golf 
tournament.

Akin asserted that 
NBC’s decision “was 
done systematically, 
it was done 
intentionally, and 
is tremendously 
corrosive in terms 
of all of the values 
and everything 
that’s made America 
unique and such a 
special nation.”  He continued 
by saying, “I think NBC has a 
long record of being very liberal 
and at the heart of liberalism 
really is a hatred for God and a 
belief that government should 
replace God.  And so they’ve 
had a long history of not being 
at all favorable toward many 
of things that have been such a 
blessing to our country.”  �ere 
is “a systematic e�ort to try to 
separate our faith and God, 
which is a source in our belief 
in individual liberties, from our 
country.  And when you do that 
you tear the heart out of our 
country.”

Of course it did not take long 
for the liberal media to call 
their like-minded clergy, most 
of whom are not Christians, 
for their predictable reaction.  
One cleric labeled Akin’s view 
“outrageous” and “not be�tting 
a member of Congress.”  Notice 
how liberals do not just disagree, 
they call for retribution against 
anyone who expresses a view 

contrary to theirs.  So much for 
tolerance.

But the question begs: Does 
liberalism have a hatred toward 
God?

Liberalism arose, ironically, 
as an e�ort to ‘save’ Christianity.  
W. Robert Godfrey, president 

of Westminster 
�eological 
Seminary in 
California, noted in 
his essay, Liberalism: 
Attractions and 
Dangers, published 
in the May 1997 
issue of �e Outlook ,
that liberals believe 
the “intellectual 
challenge of the 
Enlightenment had 
made the defense 
of traditional 
Christianity 
impossible” and that 
if Christianity were 
to be preserved, 
“the faith had to be 
accommodated to 
modern standards of 
thought.”  Modern 
science so spooked 
the Christian 
Church that the 
Church abdicated its 
long-held authority 

to government (man).
While liberalism took 

a variety of forms, certain 
common characteristics 
emerged, Godfrey explained.  
Liberals argued that the ultimate 
authority in theology must be 
man.  Also, they insisted that 
the Bible was a record of human 
religious re�ection and, while 
valuable, is not authoritative.  
Raising man above God makes 
Christianity intellectually 
respectable, or so they thought.  
�is view allowed them to 
mix science and the latest 
philosophical fads so they do not 
seem anti-intellectual.  (�ey) 
“could avoid the horror of being 
old-fashioned,” Godfrey said.
    Liberalism could then become 
a unifying catalyst for humanity.  
“As any exclusive claims for 
Christianity faded, various 
denominations and various 
religions could all be appreciated 
and a�rmed as contributing 
to the advance of the truth,” 
Godfrey said.  “Liberals could 

exemplify the modern virtue of 
tolerance.”

Finally, liberalism is forward-
looking, thus the related term 
“progressive.”  Liberalism 
encourages optimism and 
that the future holds only 
advancement for mankind.  
�is would explain human 
infatuation with immortality, 
cloning and even creatures that 
would be part human, part 
machine.  Borrowing from the 
relativistic Greek Sophists, “man, 
not God, is the measure of all 
things.”

�ese characteristics have 
proven alluring as they have 
destructive.  It is what Southern 
Baptist Ethicist Ronald Nash 
referred to as a “sophisticated 
sophistry.”

Liberalism in its postmodern 
form is a lie.  It holds that truth 
is relative and its elevation of 
man (man and government are 
interchangeable terms) puts 
itself at odds with a transcendent 
God.  �is is not new stu�.  
Princeton University theologian 
J. Gresham Machen, in his 
powerhouse classic, Christianity 
& Liberalism, warns that 
liberalism is a di�erent religion 
entirely.  Don Felix Sarda Y 
Salvany, a Spainish Catholic 
priest, published a book in 1886 
titled, Liberalism Is A Sin.  It was 
republished in 1899 and widely 
distributed among Catholics.

So, does liberalism hate 
God?  Its rebellion against the 
authority of the Bible leaves it 
in the position of calling God 
a liar.  It is merely “a record of 
human religious re�ection” or 
it is literally the words of God.  
Liberalism �nds salvation, 
insofar as it speaks of it, in man.  

Christianity �nds salvation in 
an act of God.  Liberalism is 
prideful, relying too heavily 
on man’s intellect rather than 
walking by faith with the 
merciful Creator and Sustainer.

It should be noted that Akin 
was only referring to liberalism 
as a movement and was not 
targeting any individual.  He is 
widely regarded as a Christian 
gentleman and his explanation 
following the criticism was 
an example of his character: 
“People, who know me and my 
family, know that we take our 
faith and beliefs very seriously.  
As Christians, we would never 
question the sincerity of anyone’s 
personal relationship with 
God.  My statement during my 
radio interview was directed 
at the political movement, 
liberalism, not at any speci�c 
individual.  If my statement gave 
a di�erent impression, I o�er my 
apologies.”

Akin makes the distinction 
between ‘political liberalism’ 
as opposed to ‘theological 
liberalism’ as you would expect a 
politician to do.  However, from 
a theological perspective, there 
is no di�erence.  �ey are in bed 
together.

You would think his gracious 
response would be the end 
of it, but no.  It received an 
uncharitable reaction by the 
liberal clergy who dismissed 
it.  �ey demanded a meeting 
at Akin’s o�ce and yet another 
apology.  Of course the media 
followed them every step of the 
way and giving the impression 
a �ash mob was organizing.  
When they arrived they were 
met graciously.  Only three 
people showed up at Akin’s 

o�ce, a retired pastor and 
two other people, raising 
serious questions as to just 
how widespread the supposed 
outrage really was.

�ey presented a letter to 
Akin’s sta�, a portion of which 
stated: “Accusing others of 
being inspired by hatred of God 
while you vote to deprive the 
weakest and most vulnerable of 
medicine and basic sustenance 
is the antithesis of moral 
leadership.”  Akin never accused 
anyone of anything.  For them 
to accuse Akin of denying 
people medicine and food 
is, well, outrageous.  Liberals 
ought to talk to Rick Warren, 
pastor of Saddleback Church 
in California.  Warren will tell 
them, as someone who knows 
from having the experience of 
dealing with governments – 
many corrupt and oppressive 
– around the world to help the 
needy, that there is nothing the 
government can do better than 
the Church to help people in 
need.  He made that clear in a 
fascinating press conference 
recently at the Southern Baptist 
Convention’s annual meeting in 
Phoenix, Ariz.  Government will 
never save anybody from going 
to Hell.

Machen reminds us one of 
the di�culties in dealing with 
liberalism is it uses the language 
of Christianity.  Consider the 
reaction by one clergyman 
concerning Akin’s comments: 
“Many liberals believe in a God 
who is just and kind, merciful, 
compassionate, loving and good, 
a God who has created human 
beings with the intellect and 
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of the Church, a symbol of 
Christianity being placed in the 
Church.  He will kill pigs.  He 
will abolish the tax on non-
Muslims because there won’t be 
any living non-Muslims…can’t 
tax dead people.  And then he 
will do one more thing.  He will 
kill the Islamic Antichrist.  He 
will kill the Islamic Antichrist.  
�en he will die and be buried 
by Mohammed, but not until he 
has destroyed Christianity by 
revealing who he really is.

Who is this?  You compare 
what he does to the false prophet 
in the book of Revelation,
chapters 13, 16, 19, 20 refer 
to the beast coming out of the 
Earth, the false prophet, who aids 
and abets the Antichrist.  He is as 
the Mahdi is, the exact replica of the exact replica of 
the Antichrist, the Jesus prophet 
in Islam is the exact parallel to 
the false prophet who aids and 
abets the Antichrist.  One of 
their writings says he “espouses 
the cause of the Mahdi.”  He is 
the Mahdi’s executioner.  He 
is the Mahdi’s enforcer.  He is 
the Mahdi’s prophet.  And it 
is he who kills the [Muslim’s] 
Antichrist.

Dajjal – the �ird Person
�at leads me to the third 

person.  �e [Muslim] Antichrist 
will show up.  �e Muslims call 
him “Dajjal.”  He is the great 
deceiver.  He comes to Earth on 
a mule and he’s blind in one eye.  
He is an in�del.  He is a false 
miracle worker, this Antichrist, 
this is the Islamic Antichrist.  But 
you know who he claims to be?  
He claims to be Jesus, the Son of 
God.  He claims to be deity.  He 
will attempt to stop the Mahdi 
and the Muslim Jesus but the 
Muslim Jesus will slaughter him.

�is is their view of the true 
Christ.  Our Jesus is their Our Jesus is their 

Antichrist . Our Antichrist is 
their redeemer.  It is a satanic 
counterfeit that is in complete 
reverse.  �e army...this is a 
quote... “�e army of Satan will 
be led by a person who will 
claim to be Jesus Christ.”  �ere 
will be a battle.  �e Muslim 
Jesus will �ght the false Jesus 
and kill Him and establish Islam 
forever.  �e truth is, the true 
Jesus of the Bible will destroy the 
Antichrist and the false prophet 
and establish His Kingdom 
forever.  �is is Satan’s complete 
counterfeit, Muslim world 
domination.

Now somebody might say, 
“Well, when you think about 
the future and what’s going to 
happen in the world, don’t we 
have a revived Roman Empire?  
Doesn’t that mean the West?”  
You remember that the image in 
Daniel 2 of the �nal world empire 
had two legs and the Roman 
Empire had the West and the 
East?  You know, of course, if you 
know history, that the Western 
part of the Roman Empire 
basically dissolved and the East 
survived for a thousand years or 
more so that at the time of the 
New Testament, sixty percent of 
the Roman Empire was land that 
is now under Muslim control...
at least 60 percent.  �e vast 
majority of the Roman Empire 
in New Testament times is today New Testament
under Muslim control and Islam 
is moving across the West rapidly 
in Europe, isn’t it?

When you have a picture in 
Ezekiel 38, you have a picture Ezekiel
of the Antichrist, Gog and you 
have the listing of eight nations 
that will be a coalition for the 
Antichrist.  All eight of those 
are Muslim nations, all eight 
of them.  And they ring the 
Mediterranean to Libya.

In Revelation 17:9 to 11 it 

says there were six kingdoms 
and then a seventh and �nally 
an eighth.  What is the seventh?  
Well there’s been a discussion 
about that, it well could be the 
Ottoman Turk Empire which 
lasted �ve hundred years and 
didn’t really fall until the modern 
era.  �e Turkish Empire was 
the last Caliphate which ended 
in 1923 and they’re waiting for 
the restoration when the Mahdi 
comes.

So right at the very end 
somebody is going to say, “I’m 
Jesus.”  Somebody else is going 
to say, “I’m Jesus.”  Who you 
going to believe?  �at’s just 
one form of this deception that 
will show up at the end, and 
even now it’s deceiving people.  
�ere is a world of Muslims 
who think Jesus is someone He 
is not, and consequently they 
are rejecting the true Jesus.  Do 
not be deceived.  �ere’s a world 
of Muslims deceived about the 
person of Jesus Christ.  You 
cannot accommodate that by 
saying, “Isn’t that wonderful, 
they love Jesus.”  �ey don’t.  Any 
Jesus other than the true Jesus 
of the Bible is not Jesus.  And if 
anyone worships any other Jesus 
other than the true Jesus, they 
are cursed.

capacity to govern ourselves in 
societies of freedom and peace.”

Looks pretty good.  Notice, 
however, nothing is said about 
Jesus.  Nothing is said about sin.  
Nothing is said about God being 
holy and a God of judgment.  
Why?  Because man would be 
subsidiary.

He went on to say, “We a�rm 
the rights of each human being 
to understand God in his or 
her own way, and we decry the 
arrogance that leads others to 
attempt to legislate faith.”

Akin did not say a word 
about denying anybody their 
rights.  �ere is nothing arrogant 
about a man acknowledging the 
authority of Scripture, the need 
for a savior for his sin problem, 
the divinity and humanity of 
Christ and the sovereignty 
of God.  Akin said nothing 
about legislating faith.  So is he 
disquali�ed for having a high 
view of Scripture, placing his 
faith in Jesus Christ alone for 
salvation, and humbling himself 
before a sovereign, holy God?

Of course he’s not!  Akin is 
what we need in Washington.  
He is a man of substance and 
character.  He is a devoted father 
and husband who loves his 
country and wants what is best 
for it.  God’s best for it.

Something that should not get 
lost in this is Akin’s assessment 
of NBC.  It is correct.  �e 
personi�cation of the network 
can be seen in the star of one 
of its hit shows, Alec Baldwin 
of “30 Rock.”  Baldwin, a 
major supporter of the liberal 
People for the American Way 
and PETA, the violent animal 
rights group, recently referred 
to Minnesota Congresswoman, 
presidential hopeful and 
unashamed evangelical Christian 
Michelle Bachman as having 
“thuggish connections” while 
being “inarticulate” and “full of

She was terribly 
upset that we were using color in 
our books.  �is lady had grown 
up using curricula that was all in 
black and white.  She went on to 
chastise me for using what “the 
world uses”—color.

We see the signs everywhere; child abuse 
cases that shock the most seasoned professionals, 
newspaper articles displaying the staggering 
statistics of children in foster care, television reports 
aiming to try and capture the need for foster 
families.  However, do we really stop to think what 
that means and how it impacts our communities, 
our state, and our nation?  What if there 
were more homes for children and 
older youth in this country 
than there were children 
actually needing foster care 
services?  What an amazing 
testimony to the rest of 
the world that would be!  
Yet that is not the case.  
In our blessed land of 
freedom and opportunity, 
nearly 130,000 children 
live each day without a 
permanent family.  �is 
statistic does not, however, 
represent the entirety of the 
numbers of children in protective 
services in the United States.

Why is it that the children who fall into the 
world of foster care tend to be the last thing on 
people’s minds?  As Christians, we are ordained 
by God to take care of the fatherless.  Not every 
child in care is an ‘orphan’ per say, but nevertheless, 
their lives are caught up in the turmoil of the poor 
choices of their parents.  It is not uncommon that 
their parents’ lives were at one time also caught 
up in the problems of past generations.  And so 
the story goes on…more children aging out of the 
system without a family to rely on.  O�en, they 
have children who end up in the system and the 
cycle continues.  �ere are generations of families 
who are at risk for being lost in the midst of abuse, 
neglect, drug problems, and homelessness.

�ankfully, that is not always the ending of every 
story.  Reuni�cations with birth parents occur on 
a regular basis throughout the foster care system.  
Committed e�orts by professionals and birth 
parents are essential in the reuni�cation process.  
Foster parents are also key to a positive outcome for 

foster children.  Foster families that are committed 
to the stated goals of the case, act humbly towards 
birth parents, mentor, encourage, and pray for 
the birth parents are, in my opinion, the best 
representation of loving Christians.

As Christians we recognize that we too were 
lost in the sins of the world.  We were adopted 

and redeemed by a loving God Who is 
committed to us and encourages us 

through His Word.  His humble 
servitude is written about in 

the Bible, and He hears our 
prayers.  We should mimic 
His actions towards others.  
�rough our adoption 
by Him, generations of 
our families have been 
changed.  We can pass 
down His legacy of love 

to our children and our 
children’s children.  His 

sacri�ce made an eternal 
and generational change in 

humanity.
What if our country looked at 

fostering the same way?  Fostering a child is not 
just about that one or two children you may take 
in.  �e di�erence foster and adoptive parents 
make can change the course of generations.  I 
cannot think of a more important and immediate 
need in our country than Christian families to 
reach out to the “least of these.”  It would be an 
incredible transformation in our nation if children 
in the welfare system were loved on, cared for, 
encouraged, and witnessed to by Christian families.  
�is generation of hundreds of thousands of 
children would no longer be lost.  �e overhaul 
of the system could start with Christian families 
committing to taking a stand for our children 
in need.  Christ took the ultimate stand for us 
and because of that we can pass on His legacy.  
Christian families should be doing the same for 
foster children not because it is the right thing to 
do, but because we too were lost and then found by

�is past March, Westminster 
Christian Academy of St. Louis 
partnered with First Free Church 
of St. Louis County to host an 
unexpected luncheon with Dan 
Cathy, the COO of Atlanta-
based Chick-�l-A Restaurants.

We had three days to plan 
an event on short-
notice and hoped-
for a total of 200 
people to attend.  
During the �rst 
day of promotion, 
we had to close 
registration because 
325 people (our 
maximum) had 
registered.  We 
turned away nearly 
100 people and 
likely could have 
had as many as 
1,000 people if we had had a 
month to plan instead of only 
three days.

I believe the success of this 
event has implications for 
anyone who desires to see people 
in the St. Louis region more fully 
engaged in the work God which 
He is doing in this generation in 
our region and the world.

�is was an unexpected 
opportunity, and God blessed 
the e�orts of two distinct 
ministries coming together to 
serve a broad audience.

You read correctly above; 
we only had three days to 
plan this event.  �e event was 
considered a grand success, and 
it provided a great opportunity 
for many to hear directly from 
Dan Cathy as others in our 
city were busy canceling his 
speaking engagements because 
of controversy over Chick-�l-A’s 
ongoing support of Christian-
based family ministries.  What a 
joy it was to see First Free church 
sta� and volunteers serving side-
by-side with Westminster sta� 
and volunteers, all focused on 
this special opportunity to serve 
the broader community.

�is event was/is just a 
glimpse of what God is doing 
through the broader Christian 
community of St. Louis.

�e family of Westminster 
Christian Academy encompasses 
more than 600 churches in the 
St. Louis area.  Take that number 
and apply it to your church 
membership or to the number 
of people in your organization.  
How many churches and 
ministry organizations are they 
connected with?  How many are 
they leading, investing in and 
serving?  �e potential of the 
numbers is staggering!

I was raised in church, I’m a 
product of Christian schools, 

and my professional career up 
to this point has been spent 
working with ministries, 
Christian schools and business 
leaders.  Believe me: I know 
that getting Christians to work 
together can sometimes be 
terribly challenging, and for 

many, exhausting.  
But, this doesn’t 
mean that we 
shouldn’t continue 
to engage in 
this tremendous 
opportunity!

Key Principles
    I believe the Dan 
Cathy luncheon 
embodied the key 
principles needed 
to give momentum 
to those big ideas 

you and I have about seeing 
the Christian community of 
St. Louis becoming more and 
more engaged for impact.  �ose 
principles are:

Speed:  One of the best ways 
to keep negative people and 
inertia out of a great idea for 
ministry is to mobilize people 
fast.  Before people can think 
up problems, excuses or reasons 
why it can’t be done, the event 
is over, and countless lives have 
been impacted for Christ.

Unity:  �e truth of Psalm
133 has to rule in our hearts.  
Amazing things can and will 
happen if the unifying idea of 
God getting the glory is kept the 
main thing in our hearts, minds 
and actions.  �is is easy to talk 
about but di�cult to live out.

Shared talent:  I’m afraid that 
too much of the time, we limit 
our impact and momentum 
because we have too many 
people wanting to own too much 
of the work.  We must keep our 
focus on the vision, next identify 
the needs of the vision, then 
recruit the talented people with 
passion for the speci�c needs 
and �nally unleash them as 
semi-guided missiles to get the 
job done.  And you’d better stay 
out of the way of semi-guided 
missiles!

Location, location, location:
We are really passionate about 
this at Westminster, and I know 
First Free is as well.  God didn’t 
provide you with a great location 
or a great facility just for people 
to show up at your events.  We 
need to have a bias toward using 
our physical locations to be an 
indispensable asset to the larger 
community, 365 days a year, 
seven days a week, and around 
the clock as much as possible.

People who get things done:
It’s tragic that many of our best 

opportunities never come to 
fruition because we have so 
many God-loving, sweet people 
involved who don’t want to do 
the work.  God expects our full 
attention and energy, and that 
sometimes means getting up 
early, staying up late, returning 
phone calls and going the second 
mile past where the other person 
might have dropped the ball on 
their way to choir practice or 
the gym.  I know that sounds 
harsh, so please give me some 
grace.  But we sometimes forget 
that this life is our one shot
to serve the Lord, even when 
we are tired, grumpy, weak or 
busy.  We have an entire eternity 
of life abundant with Him 
ahead of us.  �is life, here and 
now, where the struggle is, is 
our opportunity to push hard 
through the resistance of the 
Enemy and to make a di�erence 
for our Lord.

Conclusion
Let us encourage one another 

to bolder visions, warmer hearts 
and unifying ideas.  Let’s �nd 
ways to come together by the 
thousands to bring the resources 
that God has given us to bear to 
reach deeper down and farther 
into our region.  Let’s move 
faster, trusting God’s Word to God’s Word
be that sharp and double-edged 
sword that will cut through 
those reins that hold us back.

In the words of Charles 
Spurgeon: “Brethren, do 
something; do something; 
DO SOMETHING.  While 
Committees waste their time 
over resolutions, do something.  
While Societies and Unions are 
making constitutions, let us win 
souls.  Too o�en we discuss, and 
discuss, and discuss, while Satan 
only laughs in his sleeve … Get 
to work and quit yourselves like 
men.”

Every day is a new hair day.  I 
really never know how it’s going 
to turn out.  Some days I can strut 
out of the house convinced that 
I look very Meg Ryan in ‘You’ve 
Got Mail’—only a shade or two 
browner.  Other days I’m just sure 
I’m Carrot Top—only a shade or 
two saner.  And it’s always up in 
the air whether or not all that hair 
gel is going to keep my hair…
well… ‘up in the air’ in all the 
right places.  I tend to worry if I’m 
going to end up with some kind 
of pancake, horizontal force-�eld-
looking thing happening.  What 
if instead of doing its job, the gel 
just soaks in?

It’s not that I don’t try to force 
my do into place by using an 
extra-heavy dose of that hair gel.

Worry is one of those things 
that’s about as slippery as 
cheap hair gel.  You know, I 
can convince myself that worry 
works.  Most of the things I 
worry about never happen, so 
it must be working, right?  But 
God’s Word gives us a better God’s Word
way.  Philippians 4:6-7 says, “Do 
not be anxious about anything, 
but in everything, by prayer and 
petition, with thanksgiving, present 
your requests to God.  And the 
peace of God, which transcends 
all understanding, will guard your 
hearts and your minds in Christ 
Jesus.”

Prayer instead of worry.  �at 
works.  It works better than the 
highest end hair gel.  I love the 
way the New Living Testament
phrases the passage:  “Don’t 
worry about anything; instead, 

pray about everything.  Tell God 
what you need, and thank Him 
for all He has done.  �en you 
will experience God’s peace, 
which exceeds anything we can 
understand.  His peace will guard 
your hearts and minds as you live 
in Christ Jesus.”  Not to split hairs, ist Jesus.”
but it says we shouldn’t worry 
about anything.  Anything!  Even 
when that seems a tough charge 
to wrap our head around—gelled 
or ungelled—it’s still the perfect 
admonition to wrap our lives 
around it.  Exchanging worry for 
prayer is the way to live a life of 
sweet peace in Jesus.

As we focus on Christ and as 
we live in Him as the passage 
instructs us, those worries that 
seem huge one minute are not 
so threatening the next.  What 
is there that we can encounter 
in this life that’s bigger than our 
God?  Nothing!  When that truth 
soaks in, so does the perfect peace 
of God.

As for my hair gel?  I’ve decided 
not to worry about it so much.  I 
guess that means as far as my hair 
goes, I’ll probably just keep on 
doing what I’m serendipity-doing.

Serendipity-do

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“And the angels who did not 
stay within their own position of 
authority, but le� their proper 
dwelling, He has kept in eternal 
chains under gloomy darkness until 
the judgment of the great day”
(Jude 6).

Poor angels, they had the very 
presence of God to behold, and the 
beautiful daughters of men as well 
(Gen. 6:2).  Incredibly, the former 
proved not enough whilst the latter 
proved irresistible.  Astounding: 
created to inhabit eternity but 
chose mortality via union with 
women.  �e product of the 
intrinsically unnatural?  Chains!

So too, it has not been enough 
for far too many a person to give 
a ‘limited’ time as a Senator or 
Congressperson.  �e opportunity 
to serve and sacri�ce is now the 
occasion to perpetuate a grotesque, 
unnatural, unsustainable union 
between elected o�cials and 
pseudo-private, crony-capitalist 
o�spring devouring our country.  
We have our own giants we must 
destroy (Gen. 6:4).

Moreover, therein lay the basis 
for our assumption, our assertion, 
assessment, and our answer to 
the problem of this grotesque, 
unnatural, no longer tolerable 
congressional careers and their 
insidious o�spring.

As God had not initially made 
it impossible for angels and 
women to ‘entertain’ but later 
clearly demonstrated to all other 
angels what would occur should 
such occur again, perhaps too we 
need recognize what was initially 
unnecessary and presumed 
unlikely must now be prevented 
from its obvious perpetuity!

Assumption
When will the next George 

Washington or �omas Je�erson 
come to Washington many 
ask, wonder or hope?  Answer: 
when asked, when he/she has 
a Mt. Vernon or a Monticello 
to leave in ful�llment of a ‘call’ 
that is a sacri�cial, limited term.  
In addition, that limited term 
followed by a return to a previously 
earned Mt. Vernon or Monticello 
(metaphorically, such may be a 
farm, a bakery, a convenience store 
or…).

For the Founders of our country 
and for the writers (primarily James 
Madison) of our Constitution, they 
never envisaged the prevention 
of presidential (remember the 
reign of Roosevelt to precipitate 
an Amendment to prevent future 
monarchical madness) careers.  We 
recall America’s greatest president 
(arguably) and his recruitment 
to the post!  Washington in 
essence pleaded, ‘Have I NOT 
GIVEN enough already?’  As the 
Founders solicited servant-leaders, 
so too they never envisaged the 
congressional career giants the 
country endures today.

Our �rst assumption has us 
concluding congressional careers 
these days are about ascendancy 
to power and wealth rather than 
a humble submission to service 
via PERSONAL SACRIFICE!  If 
you think not, consider what 
retiring Congresspersons accrue 
both DURING and AFTER a 
career compared to what they 
had attained personally PRIOR 
to a congressional career (silver-
spooned millionaires from birth 
excluded).

A radical change to 
congressional pay will bring the 
�nest of America to Washington 
and repel the self-seeking.  We 
need only consider the countless 
churches and varied organizations 
across the country run e�ectively 
and e�ciently primarily by 
VOLUNTEERS who are not 
millionaires!  Restore sacri�ce in 
service to recruit a Washington.

Assertion
If the assumption that 

congressional careers are primarily 
the path to wealth and power 
rather than sacri�ce and service 
is sickening, then our assertion is 
equally heartbreaking, especially 
for women.  We make our assertion 
by asking a question: ‘would all 
these otherwise ordinary MEN 
become millionaires were it not for 
congressional careers ad-nausea 
due to the bene�ts of incumbency?’

Blogger/women’s advocate 
Jacqueline Lang (http://
jblangconsulting.com) postulates: 
“Besides most members of 
Congress becoming millionaires 
while in o�ce, the important 
thing to see �rst, since 1964, 
is the recidivism rate (are they 
not in essence primarily ‘male 
repeat o�enders’ http://www.
patriotactionnetwork.com/
pro�les/blogs/congress-says-the-
laws-we ) for incumbents is 94%.  
Mathematically, how long will it 
take for gender representation 
mixed with the current 17% 
women in Congress to equal the 
general population percentage?” 
queried Lang.  Sadly, the obvious 
male boys’ club outcome is the 
obvious intent Lang asserts.

Second Lang stated, “As Bobby 
Jindal argues, besides crushing 
the male oligarchy by applying 
term limits, forbidding retiring 
congresspersons from becoming 
lobbyists is equally critical.”

�e giants of our current system 
– the ‘o�spring’ of congressional 
careers and alliances – must 
fall.  “�e founding fathers 
never would imagine a politician 
‘serving’ for 20/30 years.  �e job 
of representing America was to be 
a part-time job held by farmers, 
tradesmen, businesspersons and 
other working class Americans.  
It was never meant to be a full-
time high paying job with special 
interest groups and lobbyists 
in�uencing the representatives 
who are supposed to serve us,” 
Lang concluded.  Place the chain of 
limits on service.

Assessment
Finally, how can we assess the 

current system in light of our 
assumption and assertion and do 
so in light of the recent ‘historic’ 
election of 2010?

Sadly, the 2010 historic election 
represents a paltry 15% net change 
to incumbents; and worse, we see 
this Congress primarily working on 
the previous Congress’s business!  
What do we do in the light of 
congressional angels having so 
blatantly abandoned their proper 
political abode?

Our Answer
One answer to the obvious 

problem of congressional and 
senatorial nightmares (i.e., is not 
the remembrance of Ted Kennedy 
or Strom �urmond’s eternal 

dwelling in D.C. a nightmare 
rather than a career?) is this: 
establish �rm limits so such will 
cease to happen; radically change 
the method of remuneration in 
order to attract America’s �nest to 
Washington.

We conclude with section 
THREE of SEVEN in our proposed 
Amendment XXVIII:

Section 3: �e twenty-seventh 
article of amendment to the 
Constitution of the United States is 
hereby repealed.

Clause 1: Senators and 
Representatives shall be 
compensated 10% less than mean 
annual earnings re�ected by the 
mean of all workers, from all 
regions, from all types of worker 
classi�cations without exception 
(Bureau of Labor Statistics 
data) from data two years prior 
to the Amendment initiation, Amendment
implemented upon �rst session of 
Congress a�er rati�cation of this 
Amendment and only adjusted for Amendment
cost-of-living-adjustment (COLA) 
bi-annually therea�er.

Clause 2: �e maximum service 
for a Senator shall be one term, 
for a Representative two.  Ninety 
days (90) of service or more in 
the ful�llment of a Senator’s seat 
shall constitute the one and only 
available term; thirty days (30) of 
service or more in the ful�llment 
of a Representative’s seat shall 
constitute one of the two available.
